What To Do . . . ?!

St. Paul’s letter to the Ephesians is six chapters long.

Each chapter has been copied out on to a different colour of paper (e.g. chapter two is on blue, chapter three on green and so on).

Then each of the six chapters has been cut into three, four or five sections, usually a paragraph or two.

Each of these section is a slip of coloured paper with the New International Version text on one side (the same as the blue Bibles in church) and the Message translation on the other side.

There are 26 sections in total.

You may work alone or in pairs.  All you have to do is:

1.)
Take a section and read it (on both sides). Think about what it says and try and remember it so that you can carry it with you into the week ahead.

2.)
Then find the people with the sections before and after yours and read them too (to help put your section into context).

Remember that there may be more sections than people so you may need to do more than one.  Also, one or both of the ones adjoining you may not be taken by another person, in which case you will need to that as well.

3.)
Then staple or sellotape the sections together to rebuild the whole of that chapter, joining the slips of paper together in the right order so that the text reads sequentially.

4.)
Finally, bring back your chapter(s) to the main service to show the children what we’ve done and what we’ve learned.

Easy!

You have half an hour, so take your time and do it well.
