All-Age Family Service

The Good Shepherd and the sheep

Props: two large bits of card, one blue and one green, as stiff/heavy as poss (mount board is good).

Cotton wool balls (for sheep).

Black or brown pen to draw sheep’s legs.

Optional: self-adhesive “eyes” to stick on sheep.

Optional: brown card to be cut up to make “J” shaped crooks; and “J” for Jesus, too.

Preparation:

Cut the green card long-wise in a wavy or curvy cut (to look like hills) but make sure that on one of the short sides (where the cut will begin/end) the cut is exactly ½ way up (or down!) the length of the side.

Then cut the blue card in ½ lengthwise, taking one of the resultant two strips and cutting THAT in half widthwise (i.e. across, parallel to the short sides). 

Then simple join the two green wavy strips at their common point and use the biggest blue bit as sky and a join across the green card’s seam.  Use the remaining two bits (quarters) of blue to fill out the sides either side of the “sky” so all the “hills” are backed with “sky”.  Use lots of glue as this is all that holds the five different bits if overlapping card together as one. 

Use extra backing board or bracings for additional stiffness.
