Description: thinking about saying THANK-YOU

The Story of The Ten Lepers
By The Rev’d. Oliver Harrison
Primary, Suitable for Whole School; especially good for KS1
Aim
To remind everyone that’s it’s good, important, right and nice to say THANKS 

Preparation and materials
Several white loo rolls; optional: sellotape.

Assembly
Start with a brief and age-appropriate talk about lepers and leprosy (e.g. how it affect the skin, how people with leprosy were called lepers and made to live together out in the middle of nowhere away from everyone else.)

Tell the story of Jesus and the 10 lepers (Luke 17:11-19) again, in an age-appropriate way.

Now ask for 10 volunteers and ten helpers.

Get the helpers to wrap up parts of the volunteers in loo roll, like bandages (e.g. around the head, or around a hand, or around an arm.  Not too much – we don’t want 10 mummies! – but enough to suggest illness and leprosy.  A little tape can help to start and finish each one.)

[simplified version:
Or – put stickers on them with red scribbles to show the sores!]
Now act out the story.  (“Jesus” tells them to go to the priest, on the way there they are healed, the priest confirms it)

Now ask how many came back to Jesus to say thank-you?

(You can do a countdown with fingers if you want: 10?, 9?, 8? Etc.)

One.

Only one.

Talk about how it’s good, important, right and nice to say THANKS.

To other people and to God.

End with a suitable prayer.
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
